Toni gal, you were so good up on
stage. It reminds me of my of old
performing days. Acting and singing.
TONI
I didn’'t know you were a performer?
NYJA
I thought the only thing he performed
was “Community Service”.
COUSIN DURL
Awe naw, Not just “Community Service”,
I was a professional. Let’'s see-- I
danced, performed and sanged, for the
public.
TONI
I think you meant to say you sang for
the public.
COUSIN DURL

That’s what I said--sanged.

I think he’s trying to say that we are
both smooth, and have our own unique
styles that the ladies just love,

love, love.
